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Outcome 1: Sexual violence is recognised, understood,  
prevented and not tolerated.

1.1   Educate the community about sexual violence and protective behaviours 	
by:

1.1.1   including sexual violence awareness raising in the Domestic, Family 
and Sexual Violence (DFSV) community awareness campaign and primary 
prevention approach;

1.1.2   working with communities to develop place-based community  
awareness campaigns; and,
1.1.3   developing an online portal linking available resources for service 		
providers and the community.

1.2   Strengthen the delivery of the Keeping Safe: Child Protection Curriculum, 
NT Social and Emotional Learning Resources and Respectful Relationships and 
Curriculum in schools by:

1.2.1   improving the capability of teachers to deliver;

1.2.2   offering the packages to non-government schools; and,
1.2.3   involving Aboriginal staff in delivery.

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6.1	 Review current service response1 to children, young people and adults 		
who experience sexual violence including:

6.1.1   undertaking service mapping of activity and investment; and,

6.1.2   reviewing governance arrangements and identifying improvements to 	
	 service coordination and collaboration.
1This includes looking at emergency accommodation options for adults, young people and  
children who experience sexual violence outside domestic and family violence contexts.
